Apple Festival visitors can also enjoy shopping in the many antique and crafts stores that 
line the Main, High and Maple streets.  
 
Visitors to Cornish may enjoy other events as well; Apple Acres Farm is not only a major 
provider of apples and apple products to the festival; they also are hosting the 13th Annual 
Bluegrass Gathering at their farm on Durgintown Road, 3 miles from downtown Cornish. 
Bluegrass concerts begin at 11:00 a.m. and continue until 5:00 p.m. — Adults $7, kids 16 
and under free.  
 
Admission to the Cornish Apple Festival is FREE. The festival is outside and will take 
place in rain or shine.
